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What to bring to Crew Leader Training.
Training workshops may require being outdoors for extended periods of time. Late spring temps range from cool evenings to warm days, so come prepared with clothes to be comfortable in all weather.  Rain is always a possibility and bugs must never be ruled out.  Work skills electives are options during orientation; please bring work clothes and all-leather boots if you choose to participate.  If you need canoe training, be sure to bring swimwear and closed-toed shoes that can get wet.
