Crew Leader Training Grants

Training grants are available to all veteran crew leaders of the SCA National High School Program.  The annual training budget includes an amount that is set aside for these grants.  These grants are to be used for professional development workshops and certifications related to work in the conservation service and outdoor education.  Examples of these are Wilderness First Responder, Wilderness First Aid, Leave No Trace Trainer or Master Educator, chainsaw or rigging certification, etc.  
The grants are only available to crew leaders working for SCA in the same year that the request is made.  Individuals may apply by filling out the Training Grant Request Form found on the Crew Leader website (under ‘Forms’).  Once the course is completed, proof of course completion is required and a copy of the course completion or certification must be sent to the Training Manager.  
Grant payments are awarded at the end of the training season, typically the early part of July.  Award amounts may vary depending on the total number of requests and the funds available in the current fiscal year.  Funds may be available at an earlier date in certain situations.  Contact the Training Manager with requests for expedited funds.
